Coming from Chicago:  (Approximately 375 miles)
· Take I-90/94 S from downtown to the Indiana Toll Road / Skyway – I90). After about 28 miles on I90 through Gary, IN, merge onto I-94 E via exit number 21 (towards DETROIT).  

· After about 64 miles, merge onto I-196 N via exit number 34 (towards HOLLAND/GD RAPIDS), 
· After about 77 miles and into Grand Rapids, merge onto US-131 N via exit number 77A (on the left-side of freeway towards CADILLAC), 91 miles.  
· Stay on I-131 through Cadillac all the way to Petoskey.  Once in Petoskey this I-131 merges with I-31.
· Follow the signs around the Bay through the town a few miles and when you come to I-119 turn left (at a Mexican Restaurant on left) and follow it about 2 miles.   
· Look for the signs to Boyne Highlands Ski resort on the right.  
· You will be turning RIGHT off of I-119 on to Pleasantview Road and take this approximately 3-4 miles to Highland Ave - (Gas Station on Right at turnoff and a BIG Hamburger Joint and bar on the corner).  
· Turn LEFT at that gas station and go about 1 mile and look for the entrance to BOYNE HIGHLANDS on your right. (Green Sign you see on homepage)  
· Take a RIGHT before the sign and follow road straight up the hill past one building and go until you come to a round-a-bout to the Main Lodge for check-in.  
· At the desk, we will (assuming they let us) put up a sign for Team Shack Chicago in the lobby with our Room #’s and your assignment.  Depending on when you arrive, the staff will either give you a key, or direct you to where our condo’s can be found.  We will also leave them a walkie talkie so you may contact us when you arrive and either Joe or I or both of us will be on the other end so you can find us!  Our condos are only a few hundred feet away from the main lodge…You can also try us on our cell phones, but cell service is sketchy at best.  If we can’t be reached on our cell phones and you have your own walkie talkie, we’ll have ours set to main channel 2, sub channel 2.

· Bike Lock for storage while on Mackinac Island

· Swim trunks/bikini for condos heated pool for Friday and our hut tub party at hotel Saturday afternoon.  
· Backpack for water, layers of clothes; rain gear, tire tubes, tools, etc., just in case.
· Extra blanket/pillow just in case you’re anal about those things
· Cameras, cameras, cameras!!!
· Coolers filled with road beers for ride up to Boyne on Thursday/Friday, Arnold Ferry Dock, Chippewa Hot Tub, and post parties in the rooms.
· Important:  Be sure to check the weather the day before departure to ensure you bring the proper attire.  I’ll hand out the tee shirts on Friday before the Zoo Party - I’ll be doing the ride rain or shine          
Detailed Itinerary:
Thursday:  For those coming in on Thursday afternoon/evening (which is highly recommended)…Friday is a day of leisure, golf at The Heather, hot tubbing in the oversized pool at our condo, and for shuttling cars to Mackinac City.  We’ll have a limo or limo’s waiting to shuttle us back to Boyne from the Arnold Ferry parking lot.  If you want to shuttle your car, please let Joe or I know as we’ll let you know when we’ll convoy up.  I think a good departure time would be 6pm for that.    
Friday:  Arrive at Boyne Highlands Resort (check in to Condo’s – see above under directions from Chicago)

8pm:  Event Registration in lobby below the Zoo Bar (PARTY).  This is where you pay for the event if you haven’t already ($55), and where you’ll pick up your registration packet (don’t lose anything in that packet), which again includes:

· Wristband for admission into the party at the Zoo Bar at 8pm

· Transportation of luggage from Boyne to Mackinac City (Ticket)
· Lunch at half way point during the ride at Legs Inn (Ticket) Massage tables there and at finish.
· Round trip Ferry transportation to/from Mackinac Island

· Admission to post ride parties at “THE GATE HOUSE, "HORNS" or "THE PINK PONY"...which remember is in or adjacent to our hotel (Chippewa Hotel)

Saturday:  (There is a nice breakfast buffet in the lodge if I remember correctly)

· 9:30-10:00am - Meet in staging area by registration tent for departure.
· 10am - Meet at the Boyne Highlands sign at the beginning of the ride where we’ll take our Team Shack-2008 photo.
· Ride will take average rider about 4-5 hours of ride time, not including stops, so we’ll want to leave relatively early, but this is up to you.  We usually leave as close to 10am as possible so we’ll have plenty of time on the island for hot tub, partying, and sightseeing if desired.

· 3pm or so - Once the ride is completed, we’ll meet at the Arnold Ferry dock and drink beer while waiting for everyone to finish.  (plan to depart on 3pm ferry if possible – if you miss that ferry, no worries there is one every hour)  Upon arrival on the island, we’ll check in at the Chippewa Hotel, which is located just to the right of the Arnold Ferry dock as you approach.  So when you get off the dock, head up into town and turn right on Main Street, and the hotel is right there adjacent to The Pink Pony Bar.  Then we’ll hit the hot tub, go shopping, get food, whatever…again it’s your vacation so that is up to you…Most of us will be in the hot tub, and I suspect your body will want that too (
Sunday:

9:00am – First Ferry departs for Mackinac City – Ferry departs every hour on the hour so may leave when you want to.  There is a lot to see and do on the island and I’m sure you’ll need a good and greasy hangover breakfast, and you may want to do a little wandering on Sunday, but watch out for the horse apples!   

If the weather is nice, you could play golf at the Grand Hotel’s golf course and some people are planning on staying Sunday and extending their vacation another day!   Lodging for Sunday night is up to you.
